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Synopsis:   Children learn better with visual aids is a fact backed by research. Considering that the human brain is primarily an image processor, it is only natural that visual cues help retrieve and remember information better. Unfortunately, our conventional education system relies mainly on verbal material and far less emphasis is placed on incorporating visuals in the learning process. PRAYOG, an NGO in Bihar, is trying to bring the modern approach of using audio-visual content as teaching tools to government schools in the Gopalganj district, located 200 km away from Patna. Toon Masti is an initiative started by the Ernst & Young Foundation, under which informative, animated videos have been created for the NCERT Curriculum, Class 1 to 5. PRAYOG has implemented a teaching module that combines classroom teaching with Toon Masti’s audio-visual content.
